People often think a strong pattern will make an
angular room too claustrophobic, but Dickerson disagrees.
“They see a slanted ceiling and don’t know what to do,” she
says. “I think it works great with a lot of pattern.”
Dickerson chose a bold pink-on-green toile wallpaper
for its potential longevity. The color scheme will appeal
to a little girl, and the print is one she can grow up with.
Childlike accents such as the rocking horse, toy box, and
stuffed animals win a little girl's heart. When that same little
girl becomes a teen, it will be casy to remove the girlish
details and replace them with color appropriate pillows and
a few accents without disrupting the room’s overall design.
