


Provence-style Christmas
Feast

A Christmas tradition in
Provence, France, is to layer three
tablecloths, to represent the Holy
Trinity. Kate Dickerson Design
used a cutwork cloth in white and
an ivory linen from Waterford over
an antigue white damask table-
cloth. The centerpiece is a melange
of roses, evergreens, fruits, arti-
chokes, and nuts. An apricot-col-
ored wired organza ribbon, twisted
through the arrangement, is used
also to tie white damask napkins
at each place. Kate chose the fruit,
flowers, and ribbon colors to
complement the dishes.
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The plates are limited edition Daum from France,
entitled “The Lost Arrows of William Tell.” Each is
hand-painted with a different fruit, including ribbons
and arrows in 24-karat gold and platinum. They rest on
Herend “Gold Border” plates, with arborvitae cuttings
layered between for a holiday touch. Sterling flatware is
Tiffany’s “Chrysanthemum?” pattern. Vintage water and
wine glasses are different patterns of etched crystal.
